Background:  

Bhagawatpur is one of the remote villages in souhthern region of Nepal called the Terai. This 
village is not connected with any pitched road so in rainy season it is very  very difficult to in and 
out of the villageare. In summer tempreture goes up to 45 degree celcious and as this area is 
surrounded by rivers, canals and plenty of ponds thus get very humid which helps mosquitos to 
grow much faster.  
Nepal is one of the poorest country in the south east Asia and more than half of Nepalse people 
live under the poverty line. 
 
Objective:  

¶ Distribution of mosquito nets to 350 Dalits and the poorest families  

¶ Provide information to bring awareness about malaria prevention 

¶ Improving heath education and provide procutions of malaria
